An intriguing point is that Christ says that he does not 

know when this will happen, only the Father does. 

When Jesus became a human being he "stripped 

himself" of divine glory and knowledge. Apparently he 

feels that he might somehow let the information slip 

out accidentally and does not want to know.

PUT GOD FIRST 

Today�s readings are in stark contrast to the joy of the holiday season that is fast approaching, warning us 

instead of dark times ahead and our inevitable judgment day. 

 

The first reading from the prophet Daniel describes a time �unsurpassed in distress since nations began� and 

warns that �many of those who sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake; some shall live forever, and others 

shall be an everlasting horror and disgrace.� The second reading, from Hebrews, speaks of Christ who �waits 

until his enemies are made his footstool.� 

 

However, when we firmly establish for ourselves as individuals � as a family and as a parish that we will give 

to God the first and best portion of our Time, Talent, and Treasure � the warnings we read in the Scriptures 

today should be no cause for alarm.
