CHOOSING THE WAY OF LOVE

From Bishop Robert Barron. “What a privilege we
have in this week’s readings to hear from the book of
Sirach, composed by an ancient sage who was deeply
immersed in the Torah, the law, and the rituals of the
Temple. As such, he delivers one of the deepest truths
of the spiritual life: God so respects our freedom, that
he will allow us to experience life or death, good or
evil. He will give us what we choose and, more to it,
we will become what we choose. Each day, every
moment, choose the path of love, and you will
become the kind of person fit to live in heaven.

THE FOUNDATION FOR HUMAN CIVILIZATION
invites you to support the Uganda Water Project. The
goal is to raise $30,000 to drill a centralized well in
Uganda. It will serve the remote villages of Mwera and
Bugolo-Kireku. These two villages are home to about
2,000 people across 220 households and children
make up more than half of the population. There is no
indoor plumbing in these villages; no running water.
Instead, each household must catch rainwater in a
cistern to service their needs. For extra water,
villagers must carry jugs to the closest natural spring.
It's up to three miles away from the furthest
household in the two villages.

The Uganda Water Project will drill a well in a
convenient location. That way villagers won’t have to
make the three-mile trek to collect water each day.
We will contract with Living Water Technologies to
drill the well. This is a trusted company in the region.
And it successfully drilled a well for a neighboring
village recently.

STEWARDSHIP AS A WAY OF LIFE

Today’s readings challenge us to reflect on the true state of our hearts as it relates to
stewardship. Do we think of stewardship as something we take care of once a year, simply a matter
of ticking off boxes on a commitment card — or do we choose to embrace it as a spirituality and way
of life that allows us to grow in conformity to Christ every day?

Our first reading, from the book of Sirach, teaches that our good God has given us freedom
to make this choice — “Before man are life and death, good and evil, whichever he chooses shall be
given him.”

The concept of stewardship helps us to live out the fundamental choice to put God first.
Stewardship is not meant to be a mere external exercise that we participate in on an occasional basis.
It is meant to be embraced as a way of life a life that involves a continuous conversion of heart.

In our Gospel passage from Matthew, Jesus illustrates the difference between an external
observance of the law and a true conversion of heart, saying, “You have heard that it was said... you
shall not kill... But | say to you, whoever is angry with his brother will be liable to judgment.” Our
Lord is asking us not only for exterior acts, but for a true change of heart. In stewardship terms, that
means seeing everything as a gift from Him, to be used for His glory and the good of others.

In the week ahead, let us examine the state of our hearts to ask ourselves if we have chosen
to allow stewardship to become a way of life for us. Only then we will experience its true depth and
heart-changing possibilities. The choice is ours.
