In 

particular, we are asked to think about the Last 

Judgment. 

On odd-numbered years we read selections from the 

last book of the bible, Revelation also known as the 

Apocalypse.

Today�s readings are in stark contrast to the joy of the holiday season that is fast approaching, 

warning us instead of dark times ahead and our inevitable judgment day. 

 

The first reading from the prophet Daniel describes a time �unsurpassed in distress since 

nations began� and warns that �many of those who sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake; 

some shall live forever, and others shall be an everlasting horror and disgrace.� The second 

reading, from Hebrews, speaks of Christ who �waits until his enemies are made his footstool.�

warnings we read in the Scriptures today should be no cause for alarm. In fact, we can view 

these words as encouragement � �Keep Calm and Steward On,� no matter what comes our 

way.
